What we know so far is that there were at least six Collue siblings (this is the spelling the subsequent generations in America settled on). Our ancestors could neither read nor write - but we have seen it spelled Culloo, Cullow, Culloe, Killoo, Killue, etc on marriage, birth, census and death records) siblings who came to Illinois and settled in the LaSalle and Chicago areas. Our ancestors’ records report her father's name as Patrick, no mother has ever been found but during the time period in which the siblings were born (1820s – 1830s) there is a Patrick Culloo or Cullow with a Mary Ryan in Co. Clare. We guess that he died in Ireland prior to 1855, as he is listed as deceased on our ancestor's marriage record. He is also listed as a "husband man" on this same record as is our great-great grandfather's father. We are guessing this means they worked with animal husbandry. The names of all six siblings were (not in birth-order because I don't have all of their birth dates): 
Patrick (1821 - 1879?) He volunteered with the 23 Illinois Infantry, (could he have been a Fennian?) "Mulligan's Irish Brigade" during the American Civil War and his records are found under Patrick Killoo and Patrick Killue. We have found no marriage or children for him thus far, but we know he survived the war as he is admitted into a Veterans Hospital years later.
Margaret (1824 - 1902) This is my great-great grandmother. We believe she had a relationship with a man named William Taylor (we don’t know if they married or not) because we have found their sons (also William Taylor) baptism record in 1853.On this record Margaret's name is spelled Cullew. We have found records of him with the family here, so we know it is the right Collue/McDermott. We believe that they left Ireland sometime in the late 1840's or early 1850's and went first to Derby, Derbyshire England. This is where three of the siblings were married including Margaret at St. Mary's Church in Derby in 1855. We know they can't read or write because where they should have signed their marriage record there is an "X" and then the sentence "the mark of Magaret Callow." We know she and Michael McDermott had a daughter while in Derby also, she was baptized Mary, but only lives for 6-9 months. It is the children of Michael and Margaret (possibly in agreement with the other relatives in the area) who begin to consistently spell the name "Collue." Including William Taylor, Magaret had 12 Children and 10 of them lived.
Dennis J. (1832 - 1907) married Kathryn Dougherty (? - 1907) Dennis and Kathryn had 7 children, 5 lived.
Bridget (? - ?) We know she married John McDonough (unsure of the spelling) in Derby at St Mary's Chapel in 1850. I know of only one of their children, Patrick John McDonnough.
Michael (? - ?) m. Mary Madden in 1852 at St. Mary's Chapel in Derby. They had a son Dennis in Derby as well. Their daughter Mary is born in Pennsylvania. We believe the Collue's came to Illinois via Pennsylvania, and that there are other Collue's who stayed there, but we have not yet found their naturalization records. 
Thomas (? - ?) m. Mary Hines. Had 2 known children, Patrick and Anna.
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
